Downloading and reading in ATUS-X data
After making an extract, you will receive an email telling you that your data file has been created and is ready for download. You will need to download the data and command file of your choice, which you will use to read the data into a statistics package. Then SAS and SPSS users will need to make small changes to their command files before reading in their data. Stata users do not need to make any change to the do file. Once these changes have been made, run the command file in a statistics package and analyze data!

Downloading data

1. Right click on each of codebook, data, and the stats package link of your choice

2. Click on "Save Link as"

3. Save to the location of your choice
4. Unzip data file
Modifying command files—assume you saved all of your files in a folder called C:\ATUS\

1. SPSS 

cd ".".


becomes

cd "C:\ATUS".
For hierarchical files:
/file="filename.dat"


becomes

/file="C:\ATUS\filename.dat"

2. SAS
libname IPUMS "."; 


becomes

libname IPUMS "C:\ATUS"; 
3. Stata

no modifications required

Reading in the data

1. Run the command file

2. ATUS-X does not save the file once you have run the command file; you may want to do this
